ELIGIBILITY TO OFFICIATE 
All new HCOP Officials registered with the OMHA shall be 
required to produce a copy of their Criminal Record 
Check/Vulnerable Sector Screening in a sealed envelope 
at the OMHA Referee School that they will be attending 
for the 2022-2023 hockey season.  

On Ice Officials under the age of 18 are NOT required to  
submit a Criminal Record Check (CRC). On Ice Officials 18 
years of age and over are required to submit a Criminal 
Record Check (CRC) and Vulnerable Sector Screening 
(VSS). 

NOTE: This document may take anywhere from 4-6 
weeks to generate. If Participants do not receive their 
Criminal Record Check/Vulnerable Sector Screening prior 
to the school, they will be able to attend the school but 
will not be allowed to officiate until they are received.
